The Governor Thomas Johnson High School Patriot Marching Band is award winning and consistently makes an outstanding showing in the Tournament of Bands competition circuit, competing with bands throughout the east coast.  We have been Chapter (regional) Champions for the past two years, which is a first in the history of the organization.  At the Atlantic Coast Championship (the Superbowl of marching band), we place 6th providing GTJHS with the highest ranking the band has ever received.   In the spring, the band was selected to perform in New York City’s St. Patrick’s Day Parade and also regularly performs throughout the community in parades and invitational appearances.  TJ’s Marching Band is quickly growing into a highly competitive, well known band throughout the Atlantic Coast region and the purchase of new uniforms is the next step in the continued success of this organization.

We anticipate the purchase of 150 uniforms for the 2010 – 2020 Marching Band classes.  The estimated cost for each uniform is $550. In order to have the new uniforms by fall of 2010, we must have the necessary funds by to purchase them by December 2009.
